Learning Model 
In our lessons, students are following the new ‘learning model’ to help them learn more effectively. 
This will improve their understanding and their long-term memory. We have used current 
educational research to enhance the good practice we were already seeing in lessons. Our 
students have had an initial assembly to explain the model and we are reminding them in their 
lessons. 
We ask them to ‘focus’ each lesson so that they are ready to learn. The ‘memory zone’ is silent 
time in the lesson where students concentrate on their own writing and work. Teachers choose the 
‘interactions’ that they use each lesson to help our students to learn.                                                            
‘Extended Learning’ is the work that students do outside of lessons to consolidate their learning 
e.g. reading, watching educational programmes including videos/podcasts, pre-learning, 
practising, revising and  homework.
