	Measuring Progress
	First half term is used to ascertain a starting point for students, By the end of the first term students will be confident in using key terminology related to History and put into practise some of their chronological skills.

Second half term students return & consolidate their skills in chronology by constructing their own timeline of one historical period. They will show some historical knowledge of key events and start to consider causation in History.
	Third half term through interleaving of recall of key knowledge through homework and recall tests, students are showing greater confidence in their grasp of historical knowledge.
They are developing in causation skills, and this is shown in their PEEL work as part of their assessment.

Fourth Term: Students are now starting to consider why there are different interpretations of History, they can offer some simple answers for this and also how interpretations selected are different, some students are able to select quotes to show these differences.
	Half Term 5 Students begin to handle evidence to address an enquiry and students will have a basic understanding of the sources, some will be able to quote from a source and some may begin to draw inferences.
Half Term 6 students will show an understanding of the key terms related to the break with Rome and draw on core knowledge from Part 4 Faith unit. They will demonstrate their understanding of core knowledge through an end of Year exam, which will revisit key skills and core knowledge.
